© 7.Large western conveyance — 55-60 cumecs

© 8. Small western conveyance and flood storage area (FSA)

© 9. Medium western conveyance and FSA (climate change)

© All above options appraised to see if technically feasible,

economically viable and environmentally acceptable

© Option 9 was preferred option BUT economic re-assessment —

changed conveyance channel to a climate change response
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Flood Storage Area

Climate change response (70-100 years)
Upstream of confluence of R Windrush and Thames

Ecological concerns —- BBOWT/NE — Chimney meadows/Oxford

Meadows — hydrology, flooding, sediment deposition/nutrients
Chimney Meadows — Flood duration not increased but frequency

Agreement that the features of the SSSI would not be allowed to be

Monitoring — Part of the strategy - not immediately.
